The National Center for Missing & Exploited Children (NCMEC) is a private, non-profit organization that works 

with law enforcement, providing resources, intelligence, and technical assistance services for missing and 

sexually exploited children. NCMEC turned to Palantir to provide a platform to search for, find, and analyze 

information about children who are missing or exploited and the offenders who would do them harm.   

Locating missing children and tracking non-compliant sex offenders are 

difficult and complex tasks. They require finding useful information amid 

a sea of data and packaging this information in a meaningful way for law 

enforcement agencies and other parties. NCMEC required the ability to 

integrate many different databases into one place, where the data could 

be easily searched and analyzed for relevant information. Analysts also 

needed the ability to build out networks of individuals, create “human maps” 

showing identities and relationships, discover links between people, places, 

and groups, and map findings to explore individuals and events geospatially.

Using Palantir, NCMEC has been able to fuse together dozens of datasets. 

These include internal databases with information on previous missing and 

exploited children cases, and open source information like public records 

and Google searches. With all their data in one secure environment, NCMEC 

can find all relevant information about a missing child, an abductor, or sex 

offender. Using this information, NCMEC analysts provide a deeper level of 

insight and assistance to law enforcement in their investigations. Palantir’s 

unique set of analytical tools allows NCMEC analysts to ask and answer 

questions in new ways. For example, Palantir allows an analyst to start with a 

single missing child and explore whether she has been involved in a missing 

child case before and where she was last seen. Palantir also allows NCMEC 

analysts to perform broader analysis of their data, including trend, pattern, 

statistical, and geospatial analysis.
